Now a little domestic  
reporting ï After not visiting Scotland for a few years (our 

last foray over the border was very wet) we ventured forth at Whit week with another 
couple of similar ilk. Our friend took on the routing and B&Bs so Liz had a very easy 
time ï snoozing on the back of the Beamer and then following Dave and Val into the 
B&Bs.
