Don't forget everyone, the I.A.M. has                

re-introduced slow riding   manoeuvres as part of 

the Advanced Motorcycle test. Tests that are 

conducted from now on will incorporate a slow 

manoeuvre exercise, usually consisting of a     

figure of "8" plus a slow roll to a stop.  

Both observers and associates are urged to-practice these         

exercises in order to reach the required standard 
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A big thank you to all who assisted with Humberside Bike safe 
2011, particularly to all the observers who gave up their spare 
time to observe on the workshop days. This year has been 
particularly difficult due to the down turn in the economy and 
the subsequent knock on effects to local authority budgets. 
This resulted in a reduction of planned workshops, two from 
Grimsby and four from Beverley. Attendance this year was 
down on previous years resulting in the cancelation of both the 
Grimsby workshops. The national picture has been similar with 
many other force areas experiencing similar problems, with 
even one force area, which due to generous support were able 
to make no charge for their workshops also experiencing low 
attendance.  I attended the National event which was held on 

Sunday 4th September at Gayden, Warwickshire, in the grounds of the National Heritage 
museum. I arrived on the Saturday with Glenn Dennis to set up the gazebo and stayed 
overnight at the nearby army camp, where we were very well looked after, the food, dinner 
and breakfast was excellent.   Sunday morning - not a good start as we woke to rain, but 
come 10.00am when the event commenced the rain had passed over and the sun came 
out.   Attendance was very good, all the police staff were kept busy with the ride outs and 
many enquiry forms were completed in anticipation of next years workshops. .                                                     
Humberside óBikeSafeô  has already secured funding for 2012 and a meeting will hopefully 
be held soon to plan the events.                                   . .                                                                                    
On a personal note this yearôs European bike tour, planned by my good lady Liz took us on 
the North Sea ferry and on to the Hartz mountains in Germany, where we visited the V2 
bomber underground factory. Colditz was our next stop and we would both recommend a 
visit to the castle (older ones - remember the film?). We then rode into Poland - a long day 
in the saddle and on often quite empty motorways through flat terrain. The B & B at     
Kracow was fantastic, reasonably priced and very convenient for a tram into the city. From 
here we visited Auschwitz and Birkenau. I found it very humbling and very sad, but am glad 
that I visited. We had an afternoon in Kracow, a lovely city well worth a visit - possibly a 
óflyingô weekend away if you donôt fancy doing the miles. Our next destination was Slovakia 
and a much more attractive ride into the Tatra mountains. Slovakia is a cheap place to eat 
and drink and the area reminded us of Austria albeit not quite so big. Our final resting 
place, after riding through Austria, was eastern Bavaria in Germany. It is here Liz and I will 
return ï a location rather like the Black Forest. Our only blip in the whole trip was here 
when on a gentle ride out into the Czech Republic I got a slow puncture!! Typically every-
thing went against us ï the language barrier, a closed road, running low on fuel and no 
Czech currency but I managed to limp back to base and the hotel owner, a keen biker  
himself, guided me to a local garage for a replacement tyre.  All in all 2500 miles done in16 
days in very good weather. Anyone wanting any information on B&Bs or routes or places of
