2010 IAM Driver Skills Days -  Knockhill  22 nd  June 2010  

This skills day has been planned to attract drivers who want to improve 
their road skills it is not intended to be a free for all track day. The venue 
has been carefully chosen, not because it is a race circuit but because it 
offers us a very controlled environment away from the usual two way traf-
fic, junctions, pedestrians, and street furniture there will be no Racing, 
Pace Making or Timing of any kind and only road legal cars will be allowed 
entry. Therefore, if you are looking to improve your road skills then you 
can certainly benefit from this type of training. If you are simply looking to 
put you and your car through its paces then we recommend you try one of 
the many commercial ‘track -day’ packages available on the market.  

Drivers will be split into groups of no more than 3 and each group will 
have a dedicated instructor for the duration of the event. The instructors 
will deliver a set of core competencies for driver development. In order to 
achieve this effectively we will run two sessions during the day -  a morning 
session and an afternoon session – see below for precise details. It is an 
ideal package for drivers who have never driven before at this type of 
venue and also offers ongoing improvement opportunities for those who do 
have previous experience. We are hoping that the majority of entrants will 
be in the car they use on a daily basis – i.e. you do not need a new sports 
car to take part in this event.  

The main advantage of morning and afternoon sessions is that is gives 
continuity of training and keeps you totally involved, as a by product 3 
hours open circuit time offers considerable more training time than the 
usual 20 minutes on and 40 minutes off all day approach.  Feedback from 
delegates at our motorcycle events supports this approach.  

 

You will be required to sign a ‘Disclaimer’ before being allowed to partici-
pate in the event – this is normal practice and part of the regulations im-
posed on us by circuit officials.  

The cost to you is £135 in the event that we are oversubscribed; you will 
be entered and held on a reserve list.

On Tuesday 27th April, Heather and I attended the Motorcycle Industry Association (MCI) Media Test Day, at the 

superb Bedford Autodrome. 

We were there in an official capacity as Track Controllers, as Heather is the Chairperson for the Motorcycle   

Industry Trainers’ Association (MCITA); heading a very hardworking committee that safeguards the int erests of 

training providers nationwide.  

The event was an opportunity for all the major manufacturers to 

showcase their 2010 models, including a full range of super sports 

machines as well as more modest machinery to include riders of 

smaller capacity motorcycles and scooters. 

The venue also played host to the national BikeSafe team, with 

dozens of police officers from several forces attending to conduct 

assessment rides for the 105 journalists in attendance.  

Meanwhile, back on the track, Heather was overseeing the entry 

and safety requirements of all the participants on the East Circuit. 

This circuit had a 60mph speed limit, designed for smaller capacity 

machines and relatively inexperienced or novice track riders. She had been guiding the riding of cricketer Darren 

Gough all morning, but as she doesn’t follow sport she was clueless to who he was!  

I was controller of the West circuit, the fast track, with an unlimited speed limit it was the home of the large 

capacity bikes and experienced/expert track riders. Stuart Manning (one of the Hollyoaks hunks, so I ’m told!) 

rode this track regularly for the benefit of the press photographers. I was quite impressed by what a competent 

track rider he was. At one point he had ridden for MCN, hence him being able to display it on his le athers for the 

pictures.  

The mobile track marshals were under the control of Dave Shenton, the IAM’s Motorcycling Manager and     

Conference Chairman. The riding marshals were hand-picked by Dave and are all IAM members - a great bunch 

of guys who kept a keen eye on the safety of the riders on track the whole time. They were very expe rienced 

track riders with racing experience, so all the participants and journalists on track were in perfec tly safe hands 

throughout.  

After lunch, which was superb (thank you Jonathan Palmer) I was stood down from my duties, so had th e    

opportunity to assist Heather or go on track with the IAM marshals. Heather was managing very well o n her own, 

she had boy band ‘Blake’ on her track, so 10 minutes 

later I was on board BMW’s awesome new racebike, 

the 1000rr - which can only be described as sublime, 

quite simply the finest handling bike I have ever 

ridden. This was followed by the 2010 R1, two 990cc 

KTM’s, FZ 1000, the list goes on... It really was a day 

of dreams in the bike riding sphere, and certainly one 

to remember. 

I would like to take this opportunity to thank the MCI 

and Karen Cooke, the organiser of the event, and all 

the staff that made this a truly remarkable day.
